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Sec. 12-1. Statutory authorization.

Township Planning Commission Act, Act No.
168 of the Public Acts of Michigan of 1959 (MCL
125.321 et seq., MSA 5.2963(101) et seq.), as amend-
ed, delegated the responsibility to local govern-
mental units to adopt regulations designed to pro-
mote the public health, safety and general wel-
fare of its citizenry.

Sec. 12-2. Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when
used in this chapter, shall have the meanings
ascribed to them in this section, except where the
context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Area of special flood hazard means the land in
the floodplain within a community subject to a
one (1) percent or greater chance of flooding in
any given year.

Base flood means the flood having a one (1)
percent chance of being equalled or exceeded in
any given vear.

Development)means any manmade change to

improved or unimproved real estate, including
but not limited to buildings or other structures,
mining, dredging, filling, grading, paving, mobile
home placement excavation or drilling operations
located within the area of specigl flood hazard.

Flood insurance rate map (FIRM) means the
official map on which the federal insurance ad-
ministration has delineated both the areas of spe-
cial flood hazards, and the risk premium zones
applicable to the community.

Flood insurance study means the official report
provided by the federal insurance administration
that includes flood profiles, flood boundary-floodway
map, and the water surface elevation of the base
flood.

Variance means a grant of relief from the re-
quirements of this chapter which permits construc-
tion in a manner that would otherwise be prohib-
ited by this chapter.

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Sec. 12-3. Basis for establishing the areas of
special flood hazard.

The areas of special flood hazard identified by
the federal insurance administration in a scien-
tific and engineering report entitled “The Flood
Insurance Study for the Township of Sumpter,”
dated November 5. 1980 with the accompanying
flood insurance rate maps and flood boundary-
floodway maps is hereby adopted by reference
and declared to be a part of shis chapter. The
flood insurance study is on file at the office of the
township supervisor.

Sec. 12-4, Designation and duties of the
administrator.

The township clerk is hereby appointed admin-
istrator and is to review all development and subdi-
vision proposals to ensure compliance with this
chapter.

The zoning board of appeals shall hear and de-
cide appeals and requests for variances from the
requirements of this chapter consistent with the
standards of sections 60.3(d) and 60.6(a) of the
Rules and Regulations of the National Flood In-
surance Program (44 CFR 59, etc.).
