WELCOME AND ADMINISTRATIVE INFORMATION


Welcome the students and introduce yourself.

INSTRUCTOR INTRODUCTIONS


Provide some information about your experience as a local government employee during disasters.

Introduce any other course instructors who are present.  If some instructors are not present at the start of the course, explain that they will introduce themselves when they instruct.

Stress that the local government is the front line of response activities in a disaster, so having a sound understanding of what to expect during a disaster and your role as a local government employee is critical.

Point out that as a supervisor, you will have to be prepared to complete work effectively in a highly stressful situation.  This will involve dealing with your own stresses, that of your employees, and that of citizens.

Summarize by telling the students that this course will provide them with the knowledge, skills, and abilities that they will need to perform their jobs effectively following a disaster.

To provide local government managers with an

improved ability to supervise disaster workers,

and to plan for and cope with the problems of

working through and recovering from disasters.
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Review the following key points:

· The goal of this course is to provide the foundation for developing knowledge, skills, and abilities to perform effectively as a manager following a disaster.

· As a supervisor, you face many challenges working in the disaster organizational structure, supervising your employees (who may be disaster victims themselves) and dealing courteously with citizens while maintaining your own physical and mental health.

· This course is oriented toward assisting people after a disaster that has resulted in a Federal declaration.  However, you may find much of this information helpful in addressing any disaster situation.

Ask for a show of hands to identify class members who have had experience working in disasters.

Ask the following discussion question:
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What was the most unforgettable or surprising thing that happened to you during that disaster, and what feelings did the event cause?

Write responses on chart paper.

Let a volunteer respond to the question.  Then prompt other class members who have had experiences working in disaster.

Facilitate a general discussion around their responses.

Summarize the discussion by pointing out that you may have very different reactions to disaster situations depending on what phase the recovery process is in and its personal impact on your life.  Point out that it is common shortly after the disaster to feel excitement, motivation, and a sense of cohesion within the community.  It is very common later after the disaster to feel disillusionment, frustration, anger, and sadness.

ACTIVITY:  IDENTIFYING PERSONAL AND/OR FAMILY GOALs FOR COPING WITH THE NEXT DISASTER

1. Tell the students that in getting ready for the next disaster, they should take a few minutes to think about a personal and/or family goal to set that will help them cope.

2. Tell the students to turn to page 1.7 of their Student Manuals.  Tell the students to take 5 minutes to write down one goal that they think can help them or their family cope more successfully with the next disaster.

3. After 5 minutes, ask for a volunteer to respond to the question.  Then ask the other class members to respond.
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4. Summarize their responses on chart paper.

5. After everyone has had an opportunity to respond, ask the following discussion question:
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What common themes do you see in these goals?
