(1)  Disaster Response Operations and Management -- Upper Division College Course Development Project:
December 18, 2003 -- Received for review from course developer, Dr. David McEntire, University of North Texas, a second draft of Session 16, "Mass Fatality Management."

(2)  Montgomery County Community College, Conshohocken, PA:
December 18, 2003 -- Talked with Benn Prybutok, Director of Criminal Justice and Fire Science Programs at MCCC, who tells me that MCCC is about to roll-out this January two new emergency management programs:   (1) an Emergency Management and Planning Associate Degree (63 credit-hours), and (2) an Emergency Management and Planning Certificate (31 credit-hours).  Three courses will be offered this next semester -- starting on January 21st.  A press release on the new program notes that it was "created as a direct response to the Homeland Security requirements now imposed on local, state and federal emergency preparedness resources post September 11, 2001,"  Director Prybutok notes that the program is intended to provide people with overarching managerial, administrative and planning skills."  We are in the process of acquiring additional information which will allow the drafting of programs descriptions for uploading to the EM HiEd website -- in the very near future.

(3)  New Jersey Executive Order Relating to Community Colleges and Homeland Security:
December 17, 2003 -- Received copy today, from New Jersey Emergency Management, of a November 4, 2003 Executive Order (#81) issued by New Jersey Governor James McGreevey stating that:

"Whereas, New Jersey's community colleges, the largest provider of higher education in the State, offer a wide range of high quality transfer and occupational programs plus technical training to large and small businesses throughout the State; and

Whereas, the State of New Jersey has a compelling interest in fully deploying community colleges to further the State's education, workforce, and economic development agenda; and

Whereas, the community colleges play a unique role in the State's higher education system, bridging the gap for students and workers who seek post-secondary education opportunities and training that is tailored to meet the needs of the States businesses; and.....

Now, therefore, I, James E. McGreevey, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution and by the Statutes of this State, do hereby ORDER AND DIRECT:

6.  The New Jersey Council of County Colleges shall make recommendations on the deployment of community colleges in support of statewide homeland security training initiatives administered by New Jersey Office of the Attorney General.  The Office of the Attorney General shall then actively work with community colleges on the New Jersey Community College Homeland Security Training Project that has been endorsed by the New Jersey League of Municipalities, the New Jersey Association of Counties, and the New Jersey General Assembly."
