EMI RESIDENT MEPP OPTION (NEW 2004)

Program Description

The EMI Resident MEPP is a performance-based curriculum focused on competencies required to plan, develop, design, conduct, and evaluate jurisdiction specific exercises.


	.  These courses are:

Serve on an evaluation team as either a team leader or an evaluator in either a functional or full-scale exercise

Serve as a controller/simulator in a functional or full-scale exercise

Develop, for a functional exercise, one or more of the following plan elements:  exercise plan, safety plan, control plan, evaluation plan or player handbook

Develop a Comprehensive Exercise Program (CEP) statement for your organization

Understand the basic concepts of a full-scale exercise and demonstrate the ability to establish the base for the conduct of a full-scale exercise for your organization

Application Process

Individuals interested in applying for the MEPP must first complete the following independent study courses:

IS-120 An Orientation to Community Disaster Exercises

IS-139 Exercise Design

These courses can be downloaded from: http://training.fema.gov/EMIWeb/IS/crslist.asp.

The Master Exercise Practitioner Program application requires three documents:

A General Admission Application Form (FEMA Form 75-5). Item #9a should list "EMI Master Exercise Practitioner Program.” Item #10 should list the completion of IS -120 and IS-139 courses.

A letter from the applicant requesting admission to the program. The letter should address applicant's qualifications, expectations, and commitment to complete the entire program. 

A letter of recommendation from the applicant's immediate supervisor indicating the organization's commitment to allow the applicant to complete the entire program.

Approved candidates will be automatically enrolled in a series of all three courses and assigned an EMI mentor.  The mentor will guide and assist the MEPP candidate through the completion of the Master Exercise Practitioner Program.
