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Western Washington University first offered its Certificate in Emergency Management beginning in September, 2001.  Developed at the request of school districts who desired to be prepared for such things as fire and earthquakes, the curriculum has expanded to cover current topics such as terrorism and homeland security.  Western is presently converting this upper division certificate program into a track in the planning and policy major of a bachelor’s degree offered through the Huxley College of the Environment at Western.  We anticipate accepting the first bachelor’s students in fall 2006.  Meanwhile, the certificate program is enrolling and graduating students from across the U.S.  

We look forward to this conference providing an opportunity to update our background on activities within higher education emergency management programs and to network with other institutions.
