With more than 20 years experience in managing complex private and public, medical and organizational challenges, Dr. Barbisch tackles the complexities of combating terrorism through comprehensive planning and cultural change.  She has been described as a visionary in strategic planning for reducing threats and responding to crises with multi-level and multi-jurisdictional elements.  

Dr. Barbisch develops and implements holistic management programs that promote interoperability across civilian and military organizations as well as political and business environments that result in strategic partnerships.  She is a “peoples” general as she empowers every-day citizens to action.
