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After graduating from Niagara University with a Bachelor of Science degree twenty –five plus years were spent in the emergency department and critical care areas. Educational experience includes educator of a Level II trauma center and an American Heart Association instructor of BLS, ACLS, and PALS.  Working in the emergency department and participation in the Emergency Management Committee led to study of Emergency Management.
