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I have had thirty years experience in training and education. My B.S. was with the University of New Mexico. My Master’s degree in Special Education was from Northern Arizona University and certification in Administration from Western New Mexico University. 

I spent nineteen years in a classroom concurrent with seven years teaching adults at the Community College in Grants, New Mexico. I was in administration for seven years – one year as library and technology coordinator and six years as a principal. 

After a brief retirement, I started working for the Training Unit in the Office of emergency Management for the State of New Mexico. I have worked with this program a little over three years. We fund one course to be offered through a community college, currently.

One of our objectives in Training is to “institutionalize” some Emergency Management courses and eventually have a “degree” program in emergency Management within our university or community college community.

I have been working with these communities to help this happen. My goal in coming to this conference is to find out what curriculum and learning materials are readily available for our use and to learn more about what might be entailed in creating this degree program and expanding our training contracts with the educational community.
