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Dr. Marjorie H. Brant serves as an Adjunct Professor for Jacksonville State University (JSU) in Jacksonville, Alabama. Through the University’s Distance Learning Program, she teaches courses at the graduate and undergraduate level on the legal aspects of emergency management and homeland security.

Prior to her involvement with JSU, Dr. Brant served as General Counsel for the distribution companies within one of the Nation’s largest integrated natural gas systems. In her capacity as General Counsel, she served on the Security Committee of the American Gas Association and contributed to the creation of the security protocols adopted by the natural gas industry in conjunction with the Department of Homeland Security and the Office of Pipeline Safety.
