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Dr. Eamon P. Doherty is a full-time tenured professor who has been working at Fairleigh Dickinson University since September 2001. He is presently the Cybercrime Training Lab Director and teaches classes in emergency management at the undergraduate level and at the graduate level in homeland security and network security. Dr. Doherty is also the main author of a book called Emergency Management and Telemedicine for Everyone as well as a reviewer of Dr. John Pine’s book called Technology in Emergency Management.
Fairleigh Dickinson University is the largest private university in New Jersey with campuses in Teaneck, Florham Park, and Wroxton, England. The University has a large National Guard Program that allows personnel in the United States and abroad to complete their education in a variety of disciplines that are relevant to their military or civilian occupation. The undergraduate degree in the Bachelor of Arts in Individualized Studies has many classes in emergency management relating to technology, investigation, and science. The graduate classes in emergency management form a certificate program within the Master of Administrative Science degree. One can study Geographic Information Systems, the All Hazards Approach, and many topics of interest to a person seeking initial employment or advancement within the field of emergency management.
Dr. Doherty personally hopes to network with more academics and practitioners within the field of emergency management to get their opinions of where the field is going and what new courses should be added to the curriculum.
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
