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Dr. Daniel J. Klenow is currently a Full Professor and Chair of the Department of Sociology, Anthropology, and Emergency Management at North Dakota State University. He first became involved in disaster research in 1979 as a participating researcher in a study of a tornado disaster in Texas.

In his current position, Dr. Klenow is involved in curriculum development, faculty recruiting, and program growth in the three academic disciplines in the department. A current focus involves integration of the Emergency Management program with the core departmental disciplines as well as maintaining departmental links across the campus. Dr. Klenow recently submitted an application for the establishment of a Center for Disaster Studies and Emergency Management to the North Dakota State Higher Board of Education.
Dr. Klenow is interested in the areas of preparedness, response and recovery, emergency management theory/research methodology, and emergency management curriculum development. His research has appeared in Social Science and Medicine; International Journal of Aging and Human Development; Pharmacy Management; Omega: The Journal of Death and Dying; Death Studies; Sociological Symposium; Psychotherapy; and the Journal of General Education.
Dr. Klenow holds a Ph.D. from the University of Notre Dame, and he teaches courses in social theory, emergency management theory, research methodology, disaster case studies, research methods in emergency management, sociology of disaster, and a number of related emergency management courses.

At the Conference, Dr. Klenow hopes to establish contacts with faculty members at other programs and to absorb the wealth of information that will be presented at the various sessions. He is moderating the session on “Emergency Management Graduate Student Research Projects” and presenting in a session entitled, “Emergency Management Theory: Perspectives on an Emerging Field.”
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
