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Mr. Thomas E. Poulin currently serves on the Adjunct Faculty at Old Dominion University (ODU) in Norfolk, Virginia, primarily focusing on emergency management-related courses in the Master of Public Administration Program. He is certified to teach Emergency Management and Disaster Policy; Government, Business, and Society; The Environment of Public Administration; and a new course entitled The Social Impact of Disaster, which he developed.

Mr. Poulin has been engaged in local emergency management, primarily in preparation and response capacities, since 1977. He is currently an operational fire battalion chief in a metro-sized fire department in southeast Virginia.

Mr. Poulin is currently working on his dissertation in public administration and urban policy, focusing on collaborative emergency response. 

While at the Conference, Mr. Poulin hopes to garner new insights into the direction in which emergency management education is headed. The new information will be used to enhance existing emergency management-related courses while simultaneously serving in the development of a new course focusing on current issues in homeland security.
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
