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Dr. Gregory L. Shaw is an Associate Professor of Engineering Management and Systems Engineering, and a Co-Director of the Institute for Crisis, Disaster, and Risk Management at The George Washington University (GWU). Additionally, Dr. Shaw spent more than 12 years in assignments related to Coast Guard training, education, and development, culminating in the assignment as director of the Coast Guard’s Training and Education System.

Dr. Shaw earned his Doctor of Science in Engineering Management at GWU. He earned master’s degrees in Physics at Wesleyan University; Education and Human Development at GWU; and Business Administration at Webster University.
