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Dr. Shari R. Veil is the Core Director of Education and Outreach for the Center for Risk and Crisis Management at the University of Oklahoma where she teaches crisis communication as an Assistant Professor in the Gaylord College of Journalism and Mass Communication.
The University of Oklahoma Center for Risk and Crisis Management takes an interdisciplinary approach to understanding how communities manage risks and crises. A community advisory board comprised of representatives from emergency management, homeland security, police and fire departments, government agencies, hospitals, schools, utility companies, not-for-profit and faith-based organizations, and area business guides the research initiatives of the Center.

As the Director of Education and Outreach, Dr. Veil is developing an interdisciplinary graduate certificate program in risk and crises management incorporating electives in geography, meteorology, engineering, education, communication, business, political science, and human relations.

Dr. Veil’s line of research investigates the barriers to learning in high-risk environments and has been published in the Journal of Business Ethics; Journal of Applied Communications; Communication Research Reports; Health Promotion and Practice; Public Relations Review; and the book Terrorism: Communication and Rhetorical Perspectives. She has also presented her research at regional, national, and international conferences.

Dr. Veil earned her Ph.D. in communication from North Dakota State University where she was a Research Fellow with the Risk and Crisis Communication Project investigating agrosecurity concerns for the U.S. Department of Agriculture and the National Center for Flood Protection and Defense, a Department of Homeland Security Center of Excellence.
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
