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Ms. Lenore Webber is the Academic Support Services Coordinator for Coconino Community College at the Page/Lake Powell Campus. She works with various committees such as safety and security as well as the campus leadership council. She serves on the Coconino County–Page Emergency Preparedness Workgroup. Her background and training is in emergency operations support in the areas of resource and asset management. This includes writing and training protocols in areas of procurement, human resources, and risk management during emergencies as well as fiscal recovery in post-incident situations. Ms. Webber has received in excess of $10 million worth of grants for the region.
Ms. Webber continues training with the Federal Emergency Management Agency. In addition, she has assisted in creating and is a member of the first Community Emergency Response Team in her community. She continues to train and assist Coconino County residents in disaster readiness by serving as a volunteer to teach and distribute information on individual preparedness and continuity of business planning.

Coconino Community College is exploring an Associate of Applied Science (AAS) in Emergency Management and a Certificate of Achievement Program to augment the Associate of Applied Science degrees in Administration of Justice and Fire Science. The AAS in Emergency Management would be designed to prepared students to enter the emergency management profession by providing them with the knowledge and skills which can be used to enter a wide variety of positions at the local, State, and Federal levels of emergency management. The program will allow students in extreme rural Arizona access to a vital degree and certificate program. The AAS will require a minimum of 62 credit hours.

Ms. Webber will be attending the 2008 Higher Education Conference to represent Coconino Community College. She hopes to gain perspective on what essential program elements need to be included in the process of presenting a degree proposal to the college.
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
