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Mr. Steven Zurlo is a professional firefighter in northern New Jersey as well as an Emergency Room nurse in a community hospital with approximately 60,000 to 65,000 annual Emergency Department visits. He is completing his master’s degree in Disaster Medicine and Management at Philadelphia University. His goals include working in the disaster field assisting medical and private institutions as well as municipal governments to become better trained and prepared for disaster response. Eventual employment with the Federal Emergency Management Agency is anticipated.
