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Mr. Murray Day spent 32 years with the Vancouver Police Department prior to taking on the role of Director of the Emergency Management Division of the Justice Institute of British Columbia (JIBC). He oversees the JIBC Public Safety Simulation Building and the use of computer-based simulation education. Previously, he was an instructor for the JIBC Police Academy, International Programs. He has specialized in incident command with particular experience in major events including VIP visits, APEC, and public safety and security planning as the director of Public Safety for the 2010 Olympic and Paralympic Winter Games Bidding Team that saw Vancouver successfully winning the right to host these Games.
Mr. Day has received the Police Exemplary Service Medal, the Chief Constables Commendation, and the RCMP Commissioners Commendation. He is a graduate of the Senior Police Administration program at the Canadian Police College and British Columbia Institute for Technology Business Administration Program. He has been an instructor on various topics to the British Columbia Sheriff Services, the RCMP, Saskatchewan Police College, and the Edmonton Police Service. Mr. Murray has been a participant on many panels and conferences on emergency management, public safety, and security.
