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Ms. Dana Normandy is the Fire Science Program Director for Olympic College in Bremerton, Washington, a position she had held since December 2008. She is in the process of transitioning from a 25-year career in the fire service to a position as an educator. She has taught fire service classes and EMT for the past 2 years.
Olympic College currently offers an A.A. transfer degree, an ATA, a Certificate of Proficiency in Fire Science, and an ATE in Fire Service Management degree. She is currently creating a pre-paramedic certificate and an A.A. in Emergency Services transfer degree. Through her career in the fire service and her completion of a bachelor’s degree while serving as a career firefighter, Ms. Normandy has gained invaluable insight into unique challenges of providing education to full-time members of the fire service.
