(3)  EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT HIGHER EDUCATION CONFERENCE, JUNE 5-8, 2006:

February 1, 2006 -- The Project Assistant and I met with Dr. Kevin Mickey, Director of Professional Education and Outreach, The Polis Center, Indiana University Purdue University Indianapolis, concerning his development of a pre-conference workshop on Monday June 5th on "GIS in Emergency Management and Homeland Security" (8:30-5:00).  Dr. Mickey will be partnering with Dr's Tom Mueller and Jamie Mitchem of California University of Pennsylvania in the development and management of this workshop.  In that this workshop will be held in a computer lab with 30 computers, registration will be limited to the first 30 applications.  An option investigated and agreed upon is that if a significant number of applications above 30 are received, the workshop will be reformatted for a half-day thus allowing up to 60 participants -- 30 in the morning and 30 in the afternoon.
