Eastern Kentucky University’s Board of Regents gave final approval to a new Bachelor of Science in Homeland Security in January 2007. The degree program combines a diverse set of major and supporting courses, completion of an approved minor, university general education requirements, and free electives.

Eastern Kentucky University’s homeland security program is housed in the College of Justice & Safety, which also offers degree programs in assets protection/security, fire & safety engineering technology, emergency medical care, loss prevention & safety, police studies, criminal justice, and corrections & juvenile justice. The new homeland security program builds on the strengths and faculty already in place and emphasizes all hazards prevention, protection, response, and recovery at the local and state levels as well as the federal level. With their approved minor, students can add a more traditional area of specialization to their B.S. in homeland security.

A minor in homeland security is also available for students majoring in some other field.
