The Homeland Security program is designed to prepare senior management of law enforcement, public safety, and emergency medical care and disaster preparedness agencies for positions of executive leadership in the general field of homeland security. Courses will span the spectrum of management, budgetary rules, personnel and critical issues relating to crisis management and terrorism. 
 

Master of Business Administration - Homeland Security Specialization

The MBA degree program prepares learners to advance to higher levels of leadership in business. Advanced coverage of classic and contemporary theory in business administration is blended with key practical skills all managers need to succeed. Exposure to best practices in the business world enhances comprehension of the challenges and opportunities facing modern business leaders and the various stakeholders they serve.  The Homeland Security program is designed to prepare senior management of law enforcement, public safety, and emergency medical care and disaster preparedness agencies for positions of executive leadership in the general field of homeland security. Courses will span the spectrum of management, budgetary rules, personnel and critical issues relating to crisis management and terrorism.  The Master’s degree with a specialization in Homeland Security requires a total of 36 semester units at the graduate level beyond the Bachelor’s degree. A minimum of 30 units of graduate instruction must be completed through the University.  The University may accept a maximum of 6 semester units in transfer toward the Master’s degree with a specialization in Homeland Security for graduate course work completed at an accredited college or university with a grade of "B" or better.

 

Doctor of Business Administration Overview – Homeland Security Specialization

The DBA serves as preparation for advanced positions of leadership in business, government, philanthropy, and policy and advocacy organizations. The DBA emphasizes the application of research as a means to solve organizational problems and to devise and to execute strategy that is effective and ethical.  DBA learners gain the skills to advance to top leadership positions and to retain them through rigorous reflection on their professional experiences, in-depth exposure to the insights offered by the world’s leading organizations, review of classic and cutting edge theory and research, and mastery of methods and techniques to identify, understand, apply, and communicate strategically critical knowledge.  As stewards of the discipline of Business Administration, DBA learners focus upon the communication and application of knowledge in Business Administration.  The Doctor of Business Administration (DBA) requires 81 graduate semester credits beyond the bachelor’s degree.  A maximum of 30 semester credits in related graduate courses may be accepted in transfer. The dissertation preparation courses account for 24 of the total required credits. A comprehensive assessment is required prior to approval of the dissertation proposal. To satisfy the dissertation requirement, the Learner researches and reports on a topic in such a way as to contribute to the solution of a practical business problem.

Doctor of Philosophy in Business Administration – Homeland Security Specialization

The need has never been greater for business leaders who can contribute to the knowledge base of contemporary business. Ph.D. learners gain the skills to meet that need through rigorous reflection on their professional experiences, in-depth exposure to the insights offered by the world’s leading organizations, review of classic and cutting edge theory and research, and mastery of methods and techniques to identify, assess, understand and communicate strategically critical knowledge. As stewards of the discipline of Business Administration, Ph.D. learners focus upon the creation of new knowledge in Business Administration.  The Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) degree requires 81 graduate semester credits. A maximum of 30 semester credits in related graduate courses may be accepted in transfer. The dissertation preparation courses account for 24 of the total required credits. A comprehensive assessment is required prior to approval of the dissertation proposal. To satisfy the dissertation requirement, the Learner researches and reports on a topic in such a way as to contribute original research findings to the discipline and the academic community’s body of knowledge.
