Northcentral University is offering an online Doctor of Philosophy in Business Administration with a Homeland Security Specialization.  The program enable the students to gain needed skills through rigorous reflection on their professional experiences, in-depth exposure to the insights offered by the world’s leading organizations, review of classic and cutting edge theory and research, and mastery of methods and techniques to identify, assess, understand and communicate strategically critical knowledge.  The Homeland Security Specialization will prepare senior management of law enforcement, public safety and emergency medical care and disaster preparedness agencies for positions of executive leadership I the general field of homeland security.  Courses will span the spectrum of management, budgetary rules, personnel and critical issues relating to crisis management and terrorism.  

The Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) degree requires 81 graduate semester units.  A maximum of 30 semester units in related graduate courses may be accepted in transfer.  The dissertation preparation courses account for 24 of the total required unites.  The following objectives are a guide to the students and will also constitute some elements by which the student is evaluated.

1. Discuss and analyze the historical development, theoretical, legal and philosophical foundations, and contemporary conceptual directions of the field of homeland security; 
2. Analyze the conceptual and theoretical framework of modern and historical terrorism in order to understand the roots of the problem; 
3. Analyze, in a systems framework, the four global approaches to international crime including common law, civil, socialist and Islamic traditions; 
4. Understand the role of public health, environmental protection and the private sector in homeland security in light of the U.S. Patriot Act and the challenge of balancing security with civil liberties; cyberterrorism and cybersecurity;
5. Understand key concepts regarding computer security and comprehensive, coordinated approaches to establish and enhance computer security; 
6. Understand the threats and countermeasures appropriate to defend the international global transportation network; 
7. Demonstrate comprehension of the practical applications of key concepts of homeland security.
8. Demonstrate the capability to identify, assess, apply and communicate contemporary and historic scholarship in the field of homeland security; 
9. Demonstrate the capability to identify and apply appropriate methods to collect, analyze and present research data in the field of homeland security.
