Frederick Community College in Frederick, Maryland grants one college academic credit per successfully completed EMI Independent Study Course.  The academic credit may be applied as an elective in a program of study leading to an associate or bachelor's degree at the college of your choice.  The college you attend will determine what credit is awarded. 

Upon successfully completing the EMI Independent Study Course(s), contact the FEMA Independent Study Office to receive information and forms for obtaining credit for your course work.  Frederick Community College tuition cost for academic credit for the FEMA Independent Study Courses is $60.00 per credit hour.  The FEMA Independent Study Office will forward your completed request for credit and academic credit tuition to Frederick Community College.  The process takes a minimum of six weeks. 

To transfer your academic credit to another college or institution, contact the FCC Registrar's office and request an official transcript to be sent to your college/institution.  There is no cost for an official transcript.
