The Department of Professional Studies at California State University, Long Beach, offers a Master of Science (M.S.) degree in Emergency Services Administration.  The degree is designed for persons who are engaged in the emergency services and are working in or seeking leadership positions.  Students have the option of completing a thesis or comprehensive examination.  The thesis option requires 30 semester units of coursework including the thesis; the comprehensive examination option is 36 units.  

The Professional Studies Department offers the program at 18 sites in California, including on the CSULB campus.  The program is usually offered on an intensive weekend schedule (Friday nights and all day Saturdays) every three weekends, but schedules can be altered to accommodate student cohort groups.  All courses will be available for online delivery early in 2006.

· Critical Analysis of Issues and Problems (students choose topics);

· Program Evaluation;

· Grants and Contract Writing;

· Identifying Management Competencies
California State University, Long Beach is fully accredited by the Western Association of Schools and Colleges (WASC).  The CSULB program is one of few programs the WASC has authorized to deliver instruction 100%online, so both the BS and MS program are available in this format.
