For students who want to accelerate program completion, EMU offers intensive one-week summer courses in Traverse City.

Program Requirements

A total of 30-32 credit hours is required for the M.L.S. degree: 14 hours of the core curriculum; 12 hours of complementary concentration; and four to six hours of final project work.
