The UAF Emergency Services program provides a unique learning environment where students can obtain classroom education, hands-on training, and practical vocational experience through ten local fire and rescue organizations.  The program offers students a fundamental working knowledge of the various aspects of municipal fire, wildland fire, emergency medical services and hazardous materials.  Instructors provide a high level of technical expertise on a variety of specialty emergency services.  Associate degrees and certificate programs in municipal fire control, wildland fire control, hazardous materials control and public safety are offered.  The certificate consists of 30 credit hours and the AAS degree consists of 60-63 credit hours.  A Bachelor of Technology (BT) degree in Emergency Services is also offered which combines the AAS degree with business administration courses.  A minor in Emergency Services is offered for those seeking BA/BS degrees which consists of 18 credits of Fire Fighter I and EMT I courses.  For more information
