UCX offers a program entitled the Certificate in Applied Environmental Health and Safety.  It is for persons, typically from small or medium-size organizations, who work in or are responsible for their organization's envionmental health and safety compliance, and often security and emergency management as well.  People in these positions need a general understanding of many subjects in order to deal with relatively routine operations, and adequate insight into the complexities of environmental health and safety issues in order to call in specialists when warranted.  This new certificate program is designed to meet these needs.  Required courses include: 

Principles of Hazardous Materials Management, 
Applied Air Quality Management, 
Regulatory Framework for Toxic and Hazardous Substances, 
Fundamentals of Environmental Auditing, 
Emergency Planning and Disaster Preparedness, 
Industrial Wastewater Technology, 
Integrating Continuous Quality Improvement into Safety and Business Risk Management. 

UCRX also offers Certificate in Workplace Health and Safety.
