Fairleigh Dickinson – Global Security and Terrorism Certificate

The Fairleigh Dickinson University Graduate Certificate in Global Security and Terrorism Studies is a 12-credit/four course certificate within the Master of Administrative Science (MAS) program. It can be taken on a matriculating or non-matriculating basis and also can be taken as post-graduate certificates for students who have earned a graduate degree. The class audience is usually adult learners in law enforcement, emergency management, or the National Guard or other military personnel who have an interest in addressing various aspects of terrorism, such as the preparedness, mitigation of potential incidents, response to terrorism actions, and recovery of such incidents. The classes available in the program teach students a broad spectrum of skills in assessing community threats and risk analysis. Classes are taught by full time faculty and security practitioners on current issues in physical terrorism on infrastructure as well as Cyber threats on various networked digital assets. Strategies to identify vulnerabilities and harden defenses of both digital and physical assets are investigated. Lastly, there is a focus on disaster recovery and organizational continuity in case an event does happen. 

To date, the University has received $1.5 million in funding from the National Guard Bureau, which supported the development of twelve courses and three certificates.
