The George Washington University – Graduate Certificate Emergency Management and Public Health

The George Washington University Department of Engineering Management and Systems Engineering supported by the GWU Institute for Crisis, Disaster, and Risk Management offers a Graduate Certificate in Emergency Management and Public Health.  The 18-credit-hour (6 course) graduate certificate program is designed to provide an interdisciplinary graduate education for persons engaged in or seeking professional careers in crisis, disaster, and emergency management in the public, private and not-for-profit sectors. A Graduate Certificate in Homeland Security Emergency Preparedness and Response, a Master of Science in Engineering Management and a Doctor of Science in Engineering Management, with a focus in Crisis, Emergency and Risk Management are also offered (please see the description in the Doctoral and Master’s Degrees sections). 

Individuals may apply for the graduate certificate program by completing and submitting the GWU Graduate Admissions Application and supporting information. Application requirements for a graduate certificate program are the same as for the Master of Science in Engineering Management degree.
