· Close Personal Protection Operations (8-hours)

· Cyber Terrorism (8-hours)

· Narco-Terrorism and its Implications for Homeland Security (4-hours) 

· Financing Terrorism through Insurance Fraud (4-hours) 

· First Responder Response to Weapons of Mass Destruction Incidents (8-hours – prerequisite for Mass Casualty Incident-Field Practicum) 

· Mass Casualty Incident – Field Practical (8-hours) 

All courses are presented in lecture and discussion based instruction.
