The Certificate in Homeland Security is a non-credit program and is comprised of five unique Homeland Security courses.

· Pathology of Modern Terrorism (Religion, Culture, and Politics)

· Terrorism Awareness 

· Crisis/Consequence Management

· Media Relations

· Bioterrorism Awareness 

Completion of the Pathology of Modern Terrorism course is mandatory.  Students may choose any additional two courses dependent upon interest to complete certificate requirements.  

Weekend Classes meet Friday or Saturday mornings.  Online classes run in a 2-week format.
