During the program students consider possible topics and gather relevant information and data so that early in their final semester they can complete their research and begin writing the thesis.  The concentration in Homeland Security covers the fundamentals of administering and preserving American security.  Students must complete two cores, seven electives and symposia, and a final thesis to be awarded an M.A. in Government and in addition may choose a one of three concentrations: Law and Justice, Political Communication and Homeland Security.
