The assessed credits earned for the short courses will be applied as block credit to a maximum of 20 credits.  Students must complete all core requirements, 6 courses (16 credits), and the general education and elective requirements for technical studies, 24 credits.  The Associate of Applied Science in Technical Studies with a concentration in Emergency Management and Planning consists of a total of 60 credits.
