Erie Community College is offering an Associate of Applied Science in Emergency Management.  The program is designed to prepare students to respond effectively before, during and after any local, statewide or national emergency.   Individuals, firefighters, police officers, emergency medical personnel, and safety officers in both the public and the private sectors will be better prepared to offer practical strategies and methodologies for effective response. Learning activities will include the incident command system and the emergency operations center.  Students must earn 66-67 credits to complete the Associate of Applied Science in Emergency Management degree.

· Understand the operation of Unified Command functions on a multi-jurisdiction or multi-agency incident
