University of North Texas – Bachelor of Science Degree in Emergency Management 

A traditional resident 4-year Bachelor of Science degree in Emergency Management is offered by the Emergency Administration and Planning Program (EADP) in the Department of Public Administration. The EADP program educates students about the physical and human consequences of natural, technological and civil hazards, and integrates theoretical and applied approaches pertaining to the management of disasters. 

This course of instruction is derived from a broad interdisciplinary program of study based on findings from sociology, geography, anthropology, public administration, psychology, business, etc. The program prepares students for employment in the public sector at the local, state and federal levels of government. The program also educates students with career interests in the private and non-profit arenas. 

The degree requires 128 semester hours. This includes the major of at least 42 advanced hours (24 of which must be completed at the University of North Texas) and a minor in a related field of at least 18 hours (9 must be upper level). Students (currently about 185) are required to participate in an internship if they have no prior experience in the field. Since 1982, nearly 700 students have graduated from the EADP program.
