Massachusetts Maritime Academy is offering a Bachelor of Science in Emergency Management Program.  The primary purpose of the program is to serve the developing need for the Emergency Management Professional to address natural and man-made disasters.  The students will bring to the profession a knowledge-based, scientific approach, to proactive strategic planning for disaster prevention and reduction.  In keeping with the maritime industry the curriculum particularly emphasizes coastal and port security.  The Bachelor of Science in Emergency Management prepares students to appropriately respond to events associated before, during and after natural and man-made disaster by developing the concepts of hazards, risk, and disaster from a scientific approach.  A total of 128.5 credits will be earned through classroom and laboratory experience, and an additional 18 credits are awarded for participation in the Academy’s cooperative education program, certificate program and sea term.  The recently acquired Emergency Management Simulator will be incorporated into the curriculum.  This simulator can create conditions such as a port or terminal experiencing a major fire or the effects of an oil spill on a fragile coastline.  New computer software will enable our students to gather variations on data to prepare for a hurricane as well as prepare for the expected devastation and logistics associated with the recovery process.
