The B.S. degree in Crisis and Disaster Management was approved April 12, 2001, after four years in development. The program offers option areas in Emergency Management, Hazardous Materials, and Business Continuity. Courses in emergency management have been offered at the University for more than 20 years. All courses on the degree major are offered online. Students must complete general education requirements and a minor area of study to graduate. The emphasis of the program is applied research and students must also complete Practicum requirements that include field projects.

The Crisis and Disaster Management degree program is located in the Institute for Rural Emergency Management (IREM), in the College of Health and Human Services. IREM is active in public service, training, and emergency responder safety. Students are encouraged to participate in IREM projects.
University of Central Missouri is accredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools.
