University of Maryland University College is offering a Bachelor of Science in Emergency Management and Minor in Emergency Management.  Students may seek either an academic major or minor in emergency management.  The Emergency Management major prepares students for the professions involved with disaster prevention, planning, preparedness, response, mitigation, and recovery disciplines from both the public and private sectors. The curriculum is designed to provide the new emergency services manager, as well as the experienced professional, with the knowledge and skills to be a leader in emergency management in both government and industry. Graduates of the program are prepared to be leaders in emergency management in both government and industry with a global outlook, interpersonal skills, and discipline awareness.
The student who graduates with a major in emergency management will be
able to:

· Analyze the history of disasters and significant events in relation to the response by government and industry in order to develop emergency management principles and policies.

· Describe current emergency management polices, operational theories and functions in relation to significant disasters and potential disasters.

· Explain the ethical, political, social, environment and economic issues related to emergency management planning and operations.

· Demonstrate the critical thinking and program management skills necessary to provide leadership and support to the emergency management concepts.

· Identify the technological tools utilized for the effective administration of an emergency management program.

· Explain the importance of leadership quality and performance in emergency management, and identify the leadership traits of a competent emergency management in government and industry.

· Describe and analyze the concept of integrated emergency management planning and operations in relations to public safety agencies, levels of government, non-governmental organizations, private industry, and public policy.

· Evaluate the emergency management experience in the internship setting with the current challenges and issues in emergency management.

A degree with a major in emergency management requires the successful completion of 120 credits of coursework, including 30 credits for the major; 41 credits in general education requirements; and 49 credits in the minor, electives, and other degree requirements. At least 15 credits in the major must be earned in upper-level courses (numbered 300 or above).

Minor in Emergency Management
The emergency management curriculum complements the skills the student gains in his or her major discipline by providing knowledge of emergency management, including disaster planning and operations and allocation of limited resources.


The student who graduates with a minor in emergency management will be able to:

· Analyze the history of disasters and significant events in relation to the response by government and industry to develop emergency management principles and policies.

· Describe the current emergency management policies, operational theories and functions in relation to significant disasters and potential disasters.

· Explain the ethical, political, social, environment and economic issues related to emergency management planning and operations.

· Explain the importance of leadership quality and performance in emergency management, and identify the leadership traits of a competent emergency management in government and industry.

· Describe and analyze the concept of integrated emergency management planning and operations in relations to public safety agencies, levels of government, non-governmental organizations, private industry, and public policy.

A minor in emergency management requires the completion of 15 credits of coursework in emergency management, at least 9 of which must be earned in upper-level courses (numbered 300 or above). Specific course requirements are listed above. If a specific course required for the minor is taken instead to satisfy the requirements for the major, another course in the same discipline should be substituted to fulfill the required minimum number of credits. Any course used to replace an upper-level course should also be classified as upper level.
