Oklahoma State University – PhD in Fire and Emergency Management 
Oklahoma State University, through the Department of Political Science, is offering a PhD in Fire and Emergency Management Administration beginning with the Fall 2009 semester.  The application deadline for Fall semester admission is March 1.  The PhD in Fire and Emergency Management Administration program requires 60 credit hours that include a common core curriculum, a specialization in either fire service administration or emergency management, and a dissertation.  The Ph.D. is not a distance program but courses are delivered using a variety of formats that maximize access to off-campus students.  Candidates must spend two semesters in residence at OSU.  The residency includes classroom instruction experience and faculty supervised research.

1. A completed Masters degree;
2. 39 hours of required common coursework: 15 hours in a common core, including 9 hours of research tools and 24 hours of dissertation; 

3. 21 hours of coursework in either a fire service or emergency management specialization;
4. Oral and written qualifying exams; and
5. Must orally defend dissertation .
