Columbus State Community College – Emergency Management/Homeland Security Certificate Program 
Columbus State Community College is offering an Emergency Management/Homeland Security Certificate Program.  The certificate program is a multi-discipline approach providing course work in basic issues for individuals currently working in the field or those individuals interested in how the systems work.  

This course introduces the fundamental aspects of emergency response and planning. The goal is to become conversant with the principles of coordinated community response and the surrounding issues (e.g. the National Incident Management System and the National Response Plan). The goals are to bring all resources and capabilities together to mitigate or prevent an incident from occurring and also preparing all segments of a community to respond during and after an incident occur. This system will be applied to all hazards, all four phases of emergency management and all emergency response functions in order to help both the community and the individual citizen prior to, during and after a disaster.

This session will introduce the students to the basic tenets of emergency management and homeland security. The following areas will be presented and discussed:
