Hennepin Technical College Campus – Advanced Technical Certificate Program in Emergency Management

The Minnesota State Colleges and Universities System has started an Advanced Technical Certificate Program in Emergency Management at its Hennepin Technical College Campus.

Advanced Technical Certificate Program in Emergency Management will prepare the student to direct or work in a city, county, or state Emergency Management program. The students will complete Federal and State required courses, which will lead to certification as a Minnesota Emergency Management director. Prerequisite: This certificate is designed for persons who have experience in the public safety field or are currently employed in the industry. For example: Law Enforcement, Fire Service, Emergency Medical Services or Emergency Management Services.   

Career Opportunities: This certificate along with State certification will complete requirements for the students to work as part of a State or local Emergency Management team.  

Graduates will be able to: 
-Understand the duties of the emergency preparedness manager/director 
-Develop emergency plans 
-Understand the requirements of mitigation 
-Develop an Incident Management System for handling emergencies 
-Develop community disaster exercises 
-Understand the leadership responsibilities of the emergency preparedness manager/director
-Develop communication skills to perform the duties of the emergency preparedness manager/director 
-Perform the job duties of developing volunteer resources, donation and debris management.

Hennepin Technical College has received approval for the Associate in Applied Science in Emergency Management and Homeland Security with an implementation date of January 6, 2006.   A Bachelor’s Degree in Homeland Security and Emergency Management is planned for start up in FY 09.
