Portland Community College 

Portland Community College is currently developing an AAS Degree in Emergency Management.  The emergency management degree will act as a stand-alone program as well as an umbrella program for other areas of study.  Emergency Service students will be required to complete five core courses in addition to courses required by their particular areas of study.   The five core courses identified are: Introduction to Emergency Services (4 credit/hours), Emergency Service Ethics (3 credit/hours), Communication Technology (3 credit/hours), Multi-Cultural Communities (3 credit/hours), and Crisis Intervention (3 credit/hours).  Emergency Management students will also in addition to the five core courses complete state and federally approved emergency management courses.  The Emergency Management core would include approximately 45 credit hours in addition to the 16 credit hours mentioned above, 18 credit hours of general education and approximately 12 credit hours of program approved elective work.
