The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill is developing a Bachelor of Science in Disaster Management.  The program will allow the working professional to participate in and complete the program via distance learning.  The Bachelor of Science in Disaster Management distance program in conjunction with the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill Educational Consortium will require students to complete a multi-disciplinary program designed to provide the skill sets and competencies necessary of today’s emergency management practitioner and leader.   Students may earn 75 transfer credits from UNC-CH general college or a participating community college transfer program.  Courses will range from emergency management to public health outbreak investigation to meteorology to urban planning and mitigation issues.  All UNC-CH courses are 3 credit hours and in a distance format.  Students will need to complete 120 credit hours to earn the Bachelor of Science in Disaster Management.  Resident courses are to beginning fall semester 2004, while approval process continues.   

The University of North Carolina is granted accreditation by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.  The School of Public Health is granted accredited by ACEHSA – Accrediting Commission on Education for Health Services Administration.
