Vanderbilt University – Graduate Program in Disaster Medicine
Vanderbilt University is in the process of developing a comprehensive graduate level academic program with emphasis on disaster medicine. This program will be designed for both medical and non-medical personnel focusing on disaster medical operations related to both natural and man-made incidents resulting in mass casualty injuries. Major topic areas of emphasis include introduction and awareness to disaster management, medical response team operations, evaluation of health risks in disaster incidents, medical disaster preparedness, organization and analysis of the disaster medical response function, and research related to medical aspects of disasters.

Coursework will include a number of interdisciplinary core courses focused on current concepts and developments concerning medical management of disasters. Program will have a special emphasis on applied research related to such areas as assessment of epidemiological impacts of disasters, data collection systems during and following a disaster, health/medical warning systems, public health/medical information systems, specific multiple casualty treatment, disaster mental health issues, and management operations of complex humanitarian emergencies. The program study for medical disaster management operations will focus on both domestic and international operational designs and protocols.
Vanderbilt University is accredited by the Commission on Colleges of the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools. Vanderbilt is a member of the Association of American Universities.
