			Maintain a 3.75 overall GPA. 


 			Acquire Two letters of recommendation. 


II. Alumni:


	Graduate degree in field of emergency management.


	Or employed in the field as a professional or pursuing CEM.


III. Honorary:


	Individuals that have made significant contributions to the field 	and voted in by majority.
