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Note to Instructors:

At the time this course was being developed, several publications were in progress that will contribute greatly to the understanding of hazard mitigation in the United States.  It is our belief that these materials should form the core of course offerings on hazard mitigation.  In the interest of including this material, parts of it have been summarized, and some short passages and excerpts are presented for the purposes of the instructor’s preparation.

Other than a single instructor’s copy, this material cannot be reproduced without the written consent of the authors.  In many cases the excerpts represent the latest (but not final) drafts of works in progress.  In all of these cases, the forthcoming texts are clearly identified.  Once they become available, these texts should supersede the excerpts included here.
