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Scope


				In this session, through guided discussion, students are introduced to the linkages between core social values and policy positions.
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Requirements


				The professor should display on the chalkboard the “Policy Analysis Framework” described below. A handout that depicts this framework could be given to students who should be encouraged to use it as a worksheet.





Remarks


				To effectively guide student discussion the professor should review notes taken during the presentations and organize them in accordance with the “Policy Analysis Framework.” Students should be pressed to fill in the gaps, but a clear idea of where the discussion should end up will permit greater analytical depth.
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				The professor should encourage students to provide examples that will be used to complete the Framework Chart that is displayed on the chalkboard. How were social values like equity, liability, fairness, economic gain, public health, etc. reflected in the student presentations?
