Scope:  

These are the last of six sessions of promoting empowerment through social change. The first session defined social change and the kind and level of social change. The next session examined community-based organizations and emergent groups; the third session was a panel of CBO directors; and students make presentations in these last three sessions.

General Requirements:  Briefly review session objectives.
Three class sessions have been set aside for students to make oral presentations of an assignment they were given during Session 33.  Each student will give a 10-minute oral presentation of her/his interview based on the Session 34 Assignment: Interview With CBO Director.

4. Which organizations are working together in partnerships? Do all the CBOs know about each other? 
5. Given the information learned from the vulnerability assessment sessions and the Structural/Situational barriers sessions, how effective are the CBOs in general at keeping the needs of the vulnerable 

    populations in the minds of emergency managers and disaster planners? 
6. Are there any gaps of need remaining?
