Objective 29.1     Design and perform the tasks required of this final course exercise. 

To execute this exercise, students will have to:

· Format (scope) the problem 

· Identify the objectives of the stakeholder

· Identify the processes involve from each perspective

· Develop a conceptual model on how to evaluate the impacts in light of the identified processes and stakeholder objectives 

· Identify Adverse impact

· Develop alternative ways to avoid or mitigate adverse impacts yet achieve the objectives of the stakeholders.

· Reassess these alternatives

· Prepare presentation for class and

· Create a document to sent to the ASFPM 
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
