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4. Special Flood Hazard Area Notice.
a. Every owner of real property, and any part of which is located in a special flood hazard area as depicted and shown on a Flood Insurance Rate Map adopted by the City, is hereby required to notify in writing every tenant of the real property of the location of the property in a designated special flood hazard area and to obtain and keep for inspection upon request by the Director or his authorized representative written acknowledgement of the receipt of the notice signed by each of the tenants.
The notice shall be given and the acknowledgement thereof obtained prior to any of the tenants taking possession of or occupying the real property or, in the case of property already rented or leased prior to the effective date of this provision, within sixty (60) days after its adoption and publication.  

b. All departments, agencies, boards, commissions and employees of the City, charged with the responsibilities of issuing permits for manufactured homes or modular homes in a special flood hazard area, including the issuance of permits for hook-up of utilities to the same, shall refrain and be prohibited from issuing any such permit unless the applicant for such permit provides a copy of the notice and acknowledgement properly signed by an owner and all tenants as required herein.
c. Every owner of real property, any part of which is located in a special flood hazard area as shown on Flood Insurance Rate Maps as reviewed and adopted by the City, is required to notify in writing every purchaser of the designated special flood hazard area.  The notice shall be given at least ten (10) days prior to closing of sale and prior to any purchaser taking possession of or occupying the real property.
